Describe the argument made by Gloria Anzaldúa in her essay “How to Tame a Wild Tongue” (Reading the World:  Ideas that Matter.  Ed. Michael Austin.  NY:  W. W. Norton & Co., 2006.  604-615).  

Begin by establishing the social problem that led Anzaldúa to write her essay in the first place.  As we have discussed in class, there are several possibilities.  These could be introduced using an interesting anecdote, a startling fact, or a quote from Anzaldúa’s essay.

The body of the paper should summarize Anzaldúa’s claims using a mixture of paraphrase and direct quotation.  All ideas and language from her essay must be properly cited.  
In the conclusion, please provide an assessment of her claims.  Analyze whether her position is practical and identify any questions that it raises.  Keep your tone objective—not necessarily neutral, but certainly dispassionate and fair.  
Finally, be sure to incorporate the suggestions made at the close of your diagnostic and narrative essays.  This may involve meeting with a tutor, so be sure to leave yourself plenty of time to draft and revise.
