Sit in the Ram’s Den and observe a person.  (Be discreet and polite.  Do not violate anyone’s privacy by, for example, following them into the bathroom.)   
Tell the story of that person’s experience in the Ram’s Den from entrance to exit.  This may require that you fill in some of the blanks—just stay within the bounds of reason.  The story should be told firmly, without speculation.  Good writing is specific writing, but we are trying to develop the critical thinking skill of observation, not imagination.  
You may narrate in the first person or the third person omniscient.  Include the following elements:

Setting—both time and place.  Often symbolic, so that a sad character would not walk into a sunny room unless the contrast were intentional.

Character(s)—can be developed through physical description, dialogue, internal narration, and interaction with other characters.

Plot—a beginning, middle, and end.  Your person must have a reason for visiting the Ram’s Den, and they should accomplish something while there.  

Thesis—indicating the purpose of that person’s visit, the result, and their mood.
