Available through Scarborough Library’s “Electronic Resources”.  Provides historical and cultural information.  NOTE:  Be sure you know how to manually search for the journal title, since the full text options do not always work from Ebsco.  
Max Online Catalog (Library Catalog)

Available through a link at the top of Scarborough Library’s home page.  Refers to books on the shelf in Scarborough Library.  Check record for location and availability before going to the library to pull from the shelf and read or check out.  Best to search by LC Subject Heading.  Provides historical and cultural information as well as detailed literary histories for most countries / regions.
