The Portfolio: Collect, Select, and Reflect

The end of the semester will be here before we know it, and it is time to think seriously about your final portfolio. As you begin to put your portfolio together, pick those pieces you feel best represent you as a writer and your progress this semester. 

Here are the requirements: 
1) A reflection on your portfolio, your writing, and the semester as a whole. This letter should be 2.5 to 3 pages long. More specific instructions about this piece can be found on the back of this sheet. 

2) Paper #1 or Paper #2, heavily revised.

3) Drafts/Process pieces for one of your longer papers: Include at least 2 earlier drafts and any other process pieces you feel are important in showing your process and progress.

4) Two pieces of your in-class writings, heavily revised, between 2 and 2.5 pages long. 
5) Drafts/Process pieces for one of your shorter papers: Include all your process pieces – at least 2 earlier drafts and any other important pieces, including the original response you wrote to the prompt. 

Feel free to include other items in your portfolio, but be sure to meet the requirements first. You may, for instance, want to include a paper for another class that relates to something you wrote for 101 or in some way shows skills you have sharpened in 101. You may include writing you do on your own time, or even photographs and artwork. Be sure that you explain in your reflection why you include everything you do. 

The Technical Stuff: 
· Everything should be neat and typed (except, of course, those process pieces that you include). 
· There should not be any spelling or grammar mistakes in these pieces. We will workshop these pieces, but you should still proofread your pieces or get a friend to do it. 
· All portfolios are due in my office on Wednesday, December 12 by 6:00 p.m. NO EXCEPTIONS! If you do not hand in a portfolio on time, you will receive a zero on the assignment.
