4) SIDE TWO: What is the second side of the debate that the author lays out? Is this point fully and fairly explained? Are its points supported with evidence from sources?
5) COMMON GROUND: Does the writer point to common ground that both sides can agree upon?
6) AUTHOR’S OWN OPINION: Does the author explain his or her own take on the situation? Does the author explain why this opinion/solution/argument is appropriate?
7) TOPIC SETENCES/PARAGRAPH DEVELOPMENTL: Mark each topic sentence in the paper. Does each topic sentence clearly explain what the paragraph will argue? Does the body of the paragraph support that claim? 
8) Does the paper include a properly formatted works cited page? 
9) Are sources correctly cited in the paper?
10) What are two strengths of this paper?
