How to find books:

· Go to the library homepage

· Click on “Library Catalog”

· Search by author’s name (last, first) or by the title of the work

How to find articles:

· Go to the library homepage

· In the “Start here” box, click “Articles”

· Click “Electronic Resource List” 

· Click on “M”

· Scroll down until you find “MLA International Bibliography.”

· If you are off-campus, you’ll have to log in with your Shepherd username and password.
· Type in your search words. You can search by title, author, or keyword.

· Sample searches: “Cask of Amontillado,” “Flannery O’Connor,” “Othello,” “The Road Not Taken”
