H.D. (Hilda Doolittle): 1886-1961
· Born in Pennsylvania; one girl in a family with five boys

· Influenced by her Moravian upbringing

· Meets Ezra Pound when she is 15; they are even briefly engaged

· 1911: Moves to London

· 1913: Poetry prints three poems by “H.D., Imagiste”

· Pound was a big influence in her life, even in her pen name, which he gave her

· This situation (him sending in her poems and naming her) epitomized her dilemma: how to be a woman poet speaking in a world where women were spoken for and about by men” (Baym 1303)

· Imagist poems: “devoid of explanation and declamation, unrhymed and lacking regular beats, depending on the power of an image to arrest attention and convey emotion” (Baym 1302)
· 1913: Marries British poet Richard Aldington 

· Although they study the classics and Greek together, their marriage isn’t very strong

· 1919: a bad year for her: her brother is killed in France, her father dies, her marriage ends, as do her friendships with Pound and DH Lawrence, and she gives birth to a daughter that Aldington denies fathering
· Begins a relationship with Winifred Ellerman, another poet who used the pen name Bryher; their romance eventually becomes a deep friendship

· 1923: Moves to Switzerland

· 1933-4: Analyzed by Sigmund Freud; later helps him escape Austria when the war breaks out

· When the war breaks out, she returns to England

· 1944: The Walls Do Not Fall

· 1945: Tribute to the Angels

· 1946: The Flowering of the Rod 

· 1951-1955: Helen in Egypt
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
