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Commonplace Book Assignments
Just a couple of quick reminders: As we discussed in class, I am dropping the idea of a longer paper and instead having you write four commonplace book entries. All together, they will be worth 45% of your final grade—a significant percentage, so be sure to give these last two entries your full attention. 

1) Your third commonplace book entry is due on Thursday, November 15. If you hand in your paper that day, it will be on Flannery O’Connor “Good Country People” (or on a text we haven’t read yet). Please also consider writing on Faulkner’s “A Rose For Emily” and handing your paper in on Tuesday, November 13. 

2) Instead of writing a longer paper, you will complete another commonplace book entry, due in class on Tuesday, December 4. Your paper should be two full pages long. You do, though, have some options to choose from:

A) Write a regular entry (the kind you’ve been writing all semester) on Plath, Bishop, Rich, Ginsberg, Walker, or Brooks. Just like a regular entry, if you choose this option, your paper will be due the day we discuss the subject of your paper (i.e.: a paper on Plath is due on Tuesday, November 27, a paper on Ginsberg is due on Thursday, November 29).
B) Write a paper that connects an author from the first half of the semester to a writer from the second half. If you pick this option, please clear your topic with me by Thursday, November 29.

C) Write a creative entry in which you rewrite a key scene, retell something from another character’s point-of-view, or create a sequel or prequel to a text we’ve read. You might have another idea about how to do this last option. If so, let me know—I’m open to lots of possibilities here.
