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ENG 204: Final Exam Structure


Part I: Quotation Identification

· Identify the author and work for 20 out of 25 quotations.

· Worth 2 points each, 40 points total.
· These quotations will come from the 25 works we’ve read since the midterm, starting with Sarah Orne Jewett and ending with Gwendolyn Brooks.

· These are all or nothing—either you give both author and work, or you get no points. 

· I’ll give you a list of the titles, but you’ll have to remember the authors on your own. Last names are enough except in the case of William Carlos Williams and Tennessee Williams (for obvious reasons.)

Part II: Essay on themes and concepts from the second half of the semester

· Worth 30 points.

· Choose one of two prompts and write a clear and well-supported essay response to it.  

· Be sure that each essay includes a thesis statement that lays out your overall argument.  

· Make connections between the works you discuss (even if it is just explaining how the writers differ.)  
· Please note, you cannot discuss the same authors on Part II and Part III
Part III: Cumulative Essay (Take home portion of the test)

· Worth 30 points.

· For this essay, you will discuss two authors from the first half of the semester and two authors from the second half of the semester.

· I’ll email you the prompt for this essay by Saturday at noon (and quite possibly much earlier than that).

· Before you come to the final exam period, type out a clear, well-argued, and well-supported response.

· Be sure your essay includes a thesis statement that lays out your overall argument.

· Again, make connections between the works you discuss (even if it is just explaining how the writers differ).  

· I won’t be too specific about how long these should be, but do devote a decent paragraph to each author you discuss and be sure to include a good introduction and conclusion. (Maybe 2.5 pages total?)
· Since you’ll have your books, please also use textual evidence to prove your points.

· Bring a print out of this essay with you to the final exam.
· Again, please note, you cannot discuss the same authors on Part II and Part III.
