SUMMARY OF TWO SETS OF CASE STUDIES
(5% of course grade for each; 10% of course grade combined)


There are four sets of case studies available at webpages.shepherd.edu/lkinney (click on ECON 330).  These will be discussed in two groups as indicated below.  On each discussion date, you must turn in a two-to-three page (typewritten and double-spaced) summary of one set of the case studies that will be discussed on that date.   Thus, you must turn in a summary of one set from Group 1 and one set from Group 2.

THE ROLE OF INTERNATIONAL TRADE IN INDUSTRIALIZATION: THE EXPERIENCES OF INDIA AND SOUTH KOREA 

Choosing cases to summarize:  You must turn in a summary of the set which involves the major country you chose for the data collection project.**   From the other group, you can choose whichever one you want.
To write you summaries, you might include the following:

1. A statement and brief discussion of the general issue, problem, or policy dealt with in the case study.

2. A summary and brief discussion of each country’s approach to or strategy for dealing with the issue, problem, or policy.
3. Why one county’s approach or strategy was successful and why that of the other county was unsuccessful.

4. Things you learned from reading the case study and/or things you still don’t understand (or would be curious to know more about).

GRADING OF SUMMARIES:  Grading will be based on:

1. WRITTEN SUMMARY: Content, organization, grammar and spelling. 
2. BRIEF ORAL STATEMENT DURING DISCUSSION on WHAT YOU LEARNED BY READING THE SET OF CASE STUDIES INVOLVING YOUR MAJOR COUNTRY**
