MINUTES
May 1, 2009

1. A motion was brought to a vote: “All students majoring in international studies will take 12 semester hours of a foreign language.”  The motion was approved 4 to 1.

2. The Committee agreed that the major ideally should have 30 – 39 credits.
3. The Committee considered the CONCENTRATIONS for the proposed major.

a. Because the current courses offered at Shepherd do not adequately cover all major geographic regions, the Committee agreed that the concentrations should be divided by discipline.  The concentrations will include:

· Humanities and Arts

· Social Sciences

· Business

b. In addition to choosing one discipline-based concentration, students will be required to take two or three courses that focus specifically on a geographic region.

4. Courses for the CORE were considered.
a. Where the current general studies curriculum requires that students choose among two or more courses, the Committee decided that the following courses were most appropriate for the international studies major and would be required:

· ECON 205 Principles of Macroeconomics

· HIST 100 Asian Traditions and HIST 103 The Modern World

· PSCI 100 Politics and Government

· ENGL 209 World Literature II

b. Other courses chosen for the CORE were: GEOG 100 World Regions, ANTH 315 Cultural Anthropology, PSCI 403 International Relations, BADM 359 International Business, SOCI 307 Demography, ENVS 201 or ENVS 202.
c. Tentatively, the CORE (excluding general studies courses) will be:

CHOOSE 3 OF:

· ANTH 315 Cultural Anthropology

· PSCI 403 International Relations

· BADM 359 International Business

· SOCI 307 Demography

· ENVS 201 Dimensions of Environmental Science I or ENVS 202 Dimensions of Environmental Science II. (Environmental Studies Department will be consulted to determine which is appropriate)

· English, Music, Art. (Departments will be consulted to identify appropriate courses)

5. Over the summer, Linda Kinney will compile the components of a proposed major in consultation with appropriate departments.
