
HELP WITH QUOTATIONSPRIVATE 

I.  WHEN YOU MENTION THE SOURCE IN THE TEXT OF YOUR ESSAY:

1.  Integrating the quotation in with your own words:
Example: In I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings, Angelou portrays her character as proud to be a member of "the beautiful Negro race" (156).

2.  Using a short quotation with single quotation marks inside double and interpolation [  ] within the quoted material:
Example:  


Angelou delineates in the book the prejudice and ignorance of a middle class white woman, Mrs. Cullinan, with pointed humor: ". . . one evening Miss Glory told me to serve [the ladies] on the porch.  After I set the tray down and turned toward the kitchen, one of the women asked, 'What's your name, girl? . . .  I'd call her Mary if I was you'" (90).
3.  Long quotation (more than 4 lines indented and no quotation marks) with ellipsis:
Example:  


As one can see, Angelou utilizes a rich, poetic style in the novel:


Until I was thirteen and left Arkansas for good, the Store was my favorite place to be. Alone and empty in the mornings, it looked like an unopened present from a stranger. . . . But just before bedtime, . . . the promise of magic mornings returned to the Store and spread itself over the family in washed life waves. (13)
II.  WHEN YOU DO NOT MENTION THE SOURCE IN YOUR TEXT:
1.  Quote from poetry:
Example: 


When we interpret the work of women writers, perhaps we should be cognizant of those wise words: "Tell all the Truth but tell it slant / Success in Circuit lies" (Dickinson 1-2).
2.  Quote from a play:
Examples:


Our rashness should be tempered lest we find that "Like the base Indian, [we] threw a pearl away / Richer than all his tribe" (Shakespeare 5.2.346-47).


Nora tells Helmer, her husband, as she walks aways from him and her children at the end of the play: “. . . I now release you from all responsibility.  You are not to feel yourself obligated to me for anything, and I have no obligations to you (Ibsen 1022).

REMEMBER ALSO TO CITE SOURCES FOR PARAPHRASING AND DIRECT QUOTATION (USING ANOTHER'S IDEAS AS WELL AS ANOTHER'S WORDS), AND BE SURE TO HAVE A WORKS CITED PAGE TO FURTHER IDENTIFY SOURCES FOR QUOTATIONS AND PARAPHRASING.
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
